KELLY ROAD RECONSTRUCTION

Project Description

Kelly Road is in poor condition due to the age of the pavement, poor road drainage and
many utility cuts. The pavement and road base need to be replaced and the storm
drainage upgraded. There is an old bituminous sidewalk on one side of the road that is
in poor condition. The residents have complained about high traffic volumes and
speeds on this road.

Recommended Solution

Kelly road must be reconstructed with new drainage structures and pipes. The steep
grade on the east end will be reduced and the rest of the road smoothed out. The
bituminous walk will be replaced with a concrete sidewalk.

To allay the residents concerns the Town is planning on keeping the pavement as
narrow as possible at 26 feet wide and will incorporate traffic calming elements into the
design. This project has been approved for federal and state funding through the STP-
Urban program. Under this program the Town will pay 10% of the cost of design,
easements, and construction. The project design is about 50% complete.
